What is the Assignment: 	Ask four different people the same question: 


“In your opinion what is the definition of art?”





Are there correct answers?  Not really! No one really has a perfect definition for art. There are only people’s “opinions”.  Even the dictionary has many different definitions and none of them is really perfectly correct, they are only some common “opinions”. 





What four people do I ask? 


Yourself.


A relative.


A friend who has NOT had an ART class in the past.


An Adult with a college education (ADVISORY TEACHER??)


A dictionary. (There may be ten definitions, give me one definition only, one that makes sense to YOU!)

What answers can’t you accept?


Don’t accept “examples” of art, such as “art is drawing and painting”. Those are not definitions of art, but examples. Re-ask the person by saying, “Sorry, those are “examples” of art, I need a “definition.” If they don’t get it move on to someone else.


Don’t accept “I Don’t Know!” If one of your people answers, “I don’t know”, simply ask someone else. If it’s your relative, help them a little by encouraging them to at least “try” and give an answer that’s a definition.





How will I be graded?  The “Rubric” or “Grading scale” is shown here.


4 = 5 definitions and show some serious effort to get “intelligent” answers, not just 


      anything the first person tells you. If the response is terrible, ask someone else.


3 = 4 definitions (no examples allowed)


2 = 3 definitions (no examples)


       1 (NP) = 1 or 2 definitions (no examples) or not turned in





What Format do I use?
